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Buy Early and Save Money on N.C. 
State Fair Tickets 
 
Going to the 2007 N.C. State Fair?  You can save money 
on admission and ride tickets by buying them in advance. 
Discounted tickets are currently on sale through Oct. 11 at 
the State Fair’s Web site, www.ncstatefair.org. 
Fairgoers buying advance tickets will save $2 per adult 
admission ticket and $8 per ride sheet. Advance admission 
tickets will cost $5 for adults and $1 for children ages 6-12. 
Adult admission tickets for groups of 40 or more will cost 
$4.75. A coupon that can be redeemed at the State Fair for 
a sheet of 18 ride tickets will cost $10 in advance. 
Advance tickets are also sold at the Agriculture Building in 
downtown Raleigh, the State Fairgrounds and six malls: 
Triangle Town Center in Raleigh, Northgate Mall and The 
Streets at Southpoint in Durham, Four Seasons Town Cen-
tre in Greensboro, Burlington Square Mall and Wilson 
Mall. Tickets will be sold at the State Farmers Market in 
Raleigh Sept. 29-30 and Oct. 6-7. All locations will accept 
cash, debit and credit cards except Wilson Mall and the 
Farmers Market, which will accept cash only. 
Dates and times of ticket sales vary among locations. Visit 

the State Fair Web site, 
www.ncstatefair.org, for more  
information. 
Raleigh-based ETix will again 
provide online tickets that can 
be printed at home. Each ticket 
will have a bar code to be 
scanned at the gate. If fairgo-
ers lose their ticket prior to 
attending the fair, they can 

reprint their tickets at home using a confirmation number 
that will be e-mailed to them. Once a bar code has been 
scanned at the gate, the ticket will be invalid. 
Internet users can access ride sheets by printing out a cou-
pon and redeeming it at the Fair. 
ETix will charge a convenience fee ranging from 5 to 15 
percent depending on the type of ticket. 
“With online sales, fairgoers can get their tickets immedi-
ately in the comfort of their own home,” said Mike Pleas-
ant, State Fair assistant manager. “Shoppers can purchase 
ride, admission and concert tickets using an online shop-
ping cart to make the process easier.” 
Concert tickets are also on sale online. The State Fair runs 
Oct. 12-21 at the State Fairgrounds

Halloween is an exciting time of year for kids, and to help ensure 
they have a safe holiday, here are some tips from the American 
Academy of Pediatrics (AAP).  
ALL DRESSED UP:  

· Plan costumes that are bright and reflec-
tive. Make sure that shoes fit well and that cos-
tumes are short enough to prevent tripping, 
entanglement or contact with flame. 

· Consider adding reflective tape or striping to costumes and 
Trick-or-Treat bags for greater visibility. 

· Because masks can limit or block eyesight, consider non-
toxic makeup and decorative hats as safer alternatives. Hats 
should fit properly to prevent them from sliding over eyes. 

· When shopping for costumes, wigs and accessories look for 
and purchase those with a label clearly indicating they are flame 
resistant. 

· If a sword, cane, or stick is a part of your child's costume, 
make sure it is not sharp or too long. A child may be easily hurt by 
these accessories if he stumbles or trips. 

· Obtain flashlights with fresh batteries for kids 
and escorts. 

· Teach children how to call 9-1-1 (or their local 
emergency number) if they have an emergency or 
become lost. 
CARVING A NICHE:  

· Votive candles are safest for candle-lit pump-
kins. 

· Lighted pumpkins should be placed on a sturdy table, away 
from curtains and other flammable objects, and should never be 
left unattended. 

ON THE TRICK-OR-TREAT TRAIL:  

· A parent or responsible adult should always accompany 
young children on their neighborhood rounds. 

· If your older children are going alone, 
plan and review the route that is acceptable 
to you. Agree on a specific time when they 
should return home. 

· Remind Trick-or Treaters: · Stay in a group and communi-
cate where they will be going. · Carry a mobile phone for quick 
communication. · Only go to homes with a porch light on. · Re-
main on well-lit streets and always use the sidewalk. · If no side-
walk is available, walk at the far edge of the roadway facing traf-
fic. · Never cut across yards or use alleys. · Never enter a 
stranger's home or car for a treat. · Only cross the street as a 
group in established crosswalks (as recognized by local custom). 
· Don't assume the right of way. Motorists may have trouble see-
ing Trick-or-Treaters. Just because one car stops, doesn't mean 
others will! · Law enforcement authorities should be notified im-
mediately of any suspicious or unlawful activity. 
HEALTHY HALLOWEEN:  

· A good meal prior to parties and trick-or-treating 
will discourage youngsters from filling up on Hallow-
een treats. 

· Consider purchasing non-food treats for those 
who visit your home, such as coloring books or pens 
and pencils. 

· Wait until children are home to sort and check 
treats. Though tampering is rare, you should closely examine all 
treats and throw away any spoiled, unwrapped or suspicious 
items. 

· Try to ration treats for the days following Halloween.
